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Career and Technical Education

At the secondary level, CTE is delivered through comprehensive high schools and area CTE centers that provide
supplemental academic and career training to students from the local school district. At the postsecondary level,
CTE is delivered through the Louisiana Community and Technical College System, which offers programs on
nearly 50 campuses statewide.!
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In FY 2015, 51% of secondary and 61% of postsecondary students enrolled in CTE were economically
disadvantaged.?
Career Clusters

Seven of the 16 career clusters in CTE lead to high-skill, high-wage, and high-demand STEM-related careers.
These clusters include Agriculture, Architecture, Health, Information Technology, Manufacturing, STEM, and
Transportation, Distribution, and Logistics and contain programs that prepare students for nontraditional careers.
